'Early Freezer 680' is the result of a hand pollinated cross
between B 370-226 (a breeding line from Dr. G.A. Marx at the Cornell
University, Geneva, New York) and H 583-1 (a breeding line of
Gallatin Valley Seed Co.)

'Early Freezer 680' was selected as a single plant selection
(H 680-1-3) in 1975, and has been maintained as a pure line since
then. It was observed for two yea rs and was increased in 1978 and
1979. In 1979, 400 pounds of seed was turned over to the produc-
tion department. Two generations of seed \'Jereproduced in 1980.
